The application is available by going on SRA’s website or by 
calling 587-6697 and was mailed to all eligible SRA Spring Rowers.  Late or 
incomplete applications will not be accepted. 
 

Winners of the SSRC Merit Award will be announced at the SRA Fall 
meeting which is will most likely be in early September.  Please check the 
website calendar later this year for this date.  The committee to choose the 
scholarship winners consists of former SRA board members and current 
SSRC members.  Scholarship committee members will not have a child 
currently in SRA.   Last season’s winners were Sebastian Wheeler and Juliana 
Wakeman and it is possible to win this award more than once.
