
PARKING  AND  SITE INFO 
 

HEAD OF THE FISH

We recommend that teams and spectators carpool to limit vehicles at the site.  The following rules apply: 
 
SITE ACCESS:  Teams will NOT be allowed to access the regatta site until FRIDAY, Oct 23 at NOON.  
Anyone needing to arrive earlier must contact Chris Chase at chaserow@nycap.rr.com 
 
1. PARKING FEE – On site parking for all cars/trucks is $10/day.  Please try to have the exact amount ready. 
 

2. TRAILER PARKING – Follow Instructions when entering site.  There will be a separate section for tow 
vehicles. 

 

3. DROP OFF AREA – There will be designated drop off areas on site where passengers and packages can be 
discharged.  Drivers MUST stay with their vehicles, leave their emergency flashers on, and stay no longer 
than 5 minutes. 

 

4. BUS PARKING – There will be limited parking areas for team buses at $40/day and will be first paid, first 
served.  See form for bus parking on www.saratogarowing.com.  Other buses will be permitted to drop off 
teams and will be given locations for off site parking.  Please note the 15 Ton Weight Limit for the bridge at 
Fish Creek. 

 

5. HANDICAP PARKING – There will be limited handicap parking spots available and vehicles must have 
legal parking placards or registration plates.  Please notify parking staff if assistance is required. 

 

6. TENT VILLAGE ACCESS – Team can access the site on Friday, October 23 at NOON.  You will be 
permitted to drive to your team tent area to UNLOAD ONLY!  Vehicles will then have to be moved to the 
parking areas within 30 minutes. 

 

7. RESTOCKING – Teams will NOT be permitted to drive to the tent areas after initial setup (30 minute 
maximum).  Please utilize team members to carry your supplies from the drop off area (bring hand wagons!) 

 

8. CARRY IN – CARRY OUT – Please respect the property and have your team pick up after themselves.  
There are dumpsters on site. 

 

9. SPEED LIMIT – 5 MPH – Violators will be asked to leave.  Lee’s Park is a privately-owned property.  
Please by courteous. 

 

10. INFORMATION – There will be an SRA Information booth under the Big Tent – HAVAE FUN! 
 

11. LOST AND FOUND – AT THE REGISTRATION OR INFO BOOTH UNDER THE BIG TENT. LABEL 
YOUR ITEMS PLEASE!!
